What: The Glenwood Avenue Arts Fest (GAAF) is a free weekend-long event, drawing approximately
15,000 visitors, celebrating its 15" year. The Fest includes a street art fair with over 140 artist-vendors,
and live entertainment on three outdoor stages featuring over 40 acts. Experience art, theater, music, as
well as food and drink, on the brick-laid streets of the Glenwood Avenue Arts District in Chicago’s historic
Rogers Park neighborhood.

Rogers Park Flex Pass: five Rogers Park-area theatres — BoHo Theatre, The Factory Theater, Lifeline
Theatre, the side project, and Theo Ubique Cabaret Theatre — join together for the ninth year to offer a
flexible subscription pass to see a variety of productions throughout the season, running from September
1, 2016 to August 31, 2017.

stop on the CTA Red Line.
